VINEYARD NOTES | 4 year old VSP, organically farmed
for 20 years!! Redding gravelly clay loam soils. 40
degree temperature swings from mid 50s to 90s make for
warm but tempered climate.  Late May rains caused
some significant shatter that lowered yields to 3.5 tons
per acre.

WINEMAKER'S TASTING NOTES | Whole cluster pressed,

stainless steel fermented and aged, indigenous primary &

secondary fermentation. Pale straw in color. Rich, floral
nose of gardenia and citrus peel. Background notes of
paper whites, liquid minerals and pine. Bright, mouth-

coating flavors of green apple & pear. Finishes long with
citrus peel, melon and a touch of salinity.
